The Rocky Mountain International Student Program charges a one-time homestay placement
fee of $250 to new students entering the program. Airport pickup is free for students arriving
via Canadian Rockies International Airport in Cranbrook, BC. Please ensure the Homestay
Coordinator has your flight details and scheduled arrival time at least two weeks in advance. |If
you are arriving via car or bus, please inform the Homestay Coordinator so that alternative
arrangements can be made to greet you.

e Homestay fees are $750 per month for full-time students and must be paid in advance.
Rates for short-term group programs are $25 per day to a maximum of $750 per month.

e Students may be held accountable for any damage they cause to the property of their
host family including but not limited to their home, household items, and automobiles.
Deliberate damage, particularly vandalism, may result in dismissal from the program.

e Students must give their host family and HomestayCoor di nat or one ful |
if they wish to change their homestay placement or leave the Rocky Mountain
International Student Program prematurely. If proper notice is not given, the student
may forfeit all or part of one month’s hom

e Students must make an effort to participate in family activities to maximize their
homestay experience.

e Students are expected to speak English when in the presence of host family members
and their guests.
