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Previous Goals

A Grade 7 male and Aboriginal students will continue to achieve at (or above) the level of all students as measured by the
District SMART Write assessment.

A District Wide Reading assessment to be implemented and District baseline established by May 2011.

ASuccesses

V Goal met: 93% of our Aboriginal students in grade 7 and 92% of our boys in grade 7 met expectations on the District Write
compared to 94% for all students.

V The FSA results in Writing for Grades 4 and 7 and Reading for Grade 4 were close to the same for All and Aboriginal
students

V Goal met: Wamplemented PM Benchmarks as a distidte reading assessment for grades 1 to 3 and have a established
a primary baseline. The selection of an Intermediate reading assessment will occur this year.

V We updated our SMART Write protocol and reviewed it with teachers from each school; we provided release time for every
Grade 1 to 8 teacher to mark in teams (anchor). This was donedstablish standards and set a new baseline.

Challenges

A There is strong correlation between the completion of Grade 10 English with 60% or better on the provincial exam and
graduation. This is especially true for Aboriginal students in SD 6. There is a further link back to Grade 7 FSA results and
Grade 4 FSA results. The drop in scores in Grade 4 FSA on ReadingZtl20gfdicts a low future grad rate for this
group. The individual targets for literacy set by schools for this same group also signal a need for intervention .

A Nearly 1 in 4 students beginning the intermediate program this year were not readgnadst level as measured by PM
benchmarks by the end of grade 3 last year.
